Courses:
Honors 7th and 8th Grade Reading Language Arts

Assignment:

1. Select any book that you have not yet read from the genre of your choice.
a. Your book should:
i.  Be a hardback or paperback; not a digital ebook;
ii.  Be appropriate for your grade level in both length (at least 150 pages) and content;
iii.  Meet high standards for literary quality and style.
2. When class begins August 12, 2024, students will participate in activities and lessons using the book

they read during the summer, so please bring the book to class.

Exceptions:

If you are a new student to Boerne ISD and cannot complete the summer reading before the first day of school,
teachers will make reasonable accommodations so that you may finish the reading and complete all assignments
associated with it.
